My passion for Beagles began as a teenager in 1967. While living in the country | had
previously enjoyed showing horses but a move to suburbia saw my horses sold. To replace
this void a family pet was purchased from a local Beagle breeder who suggested that | may
want to show him. Although not a great example of the breed he was a terrific showman,
winning enough to increase my interest in this sport. This led to my leasing another beagle,
further successes in the show ring, and the development of the "bug".

Three years later, on a working holiday in the UK, | had the opportunity to purchase two
English Beagles, a dog and a bitch. From Thelma Gray (Rozavel), a male and from Judith
Ireland (Annasline) a bitch. What enjoyment it was to show both these beagles all over the
UK before returning to Australia with my new companions. Unfortunately the male was
sterile so did not contribute to the Australian blood lines but the bitch became the foundation
for TORBAY Beagles.

During the next 20 years my successful breeding program produced many All Breed Best in Show winners, Specialty in
Show, and Royal Show winners (both tricoloured, and lemon and white). Through a 15 year partnership with Liz Rosbach
(Whitcher) and her Manahound Beagles we formed MANABAY beagles. Stock was imported from both the USA and the
UK, and incorporated into our bloodlines with great success.

My move to the USA and marriage to my husband David, also a Beagle breeder/exhibitor, continued my love for Beagles,
the show circuits, and judging. My judging resume dates back to 1974 when | was granted my Hound license.

4.1.5 No person may approach a judge wither directly or otherwise, orally, in writing or electronically, to favour his entry. Disciplinary
action will be taken against any person who violates this rule, or against a judge who fails to report any contravention of this rule to the
CKC within 14 days of the action.

19.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer or any participant at an
event held under these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC
any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report
indicating that this has occurred.

The tendering of NSF cheque shall be considered non-payment of entry fees and is punishable by
disciplinary action and cancellation of awards. A collection fee of $25.00 will be added to the amount
of any returned cheque. Exhibitors whose charges are declined by the Bank Card Authorization
Department will be assessed a service charge of $25.00 for each transaction declined. Telephone
entries are not accepted by the Show Secretary. Incomplete entries or entries received without fees,
or entries received after the advertised closing date will not be accepted.

Attention foreign exhibitors, please note that fees are due and payable in Canadian dollars. Due to
consistently fluctuating currency rates discounted cheques will not be accepted. Personal cheques
will be accepted, however, they are to be payable in Canadian Funds. If you sent a cheque in US
funds, it must be made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the
exhibitor. Please DO NOT make cheques “Payable in Canadian Funds” or “At Par”. They will not be
cleared by the banks. To simplify the process, we urge that you purchase bank drafts or money
orders payable in Canadian Funds.

CONFORMATION CLASSES

The following Regular CKC Classes (divided by sex) will be offered:

JUNIOR PUPPY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog 6 months of age and under 9 months of age on
the day of the show

SENIOR PUPPY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog 9 months of age and under 12 months of age on
the day of the show

12 to 18 MONTHS - This class shall be for any dog 12 months of age and under 18 months of age on the
day of the show

CANADIAN BRED CLASS - This class shall be for any dog born in Canada

BRED BY EXHIBITOR CLASS - This class shall be for any dog owned and handled in the ring by
owner/breeder. The handler MUST be the owner/co- owner AND breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The
owner/breeder must handle the dog at the class level, but need not handle the dog for further awards

OPEN - This class shall be for all dogs

VETERANS CLASS - This class shall be for dogs 7 years of age and over on the day of the show. Dogs
entered in these classes may be spayed or neutered. This class will be divided into 7 years and under 10
years, 10 years and under 12 years, and 12 years and older. The winner of each class in each sex will
compete for Best of Breed.

COURSING (FIELD DOG) CLASS - This class shall be for any dog with CKC lure coursing points, divided by
sex. Spayed and Neutered dogs may compete. Judged prior to Best of Breed judging and the winners in
each sex will compete for Best of Breed.

SPECIALS ONLY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog that has a recorded CKC Registration or Event
Registration Number and has attained the required points for Championship status. Note: A Listed dog may be
moved to the Specials Only Class after the closing of entries, provided the CKC Individual or Event
Registration Number was received prior to the first day of the show. The request to move a class dog to the
Specials Only Class MUST be received by the Show Secretary ONE HOUR PRIOR TO THE OPENING OF
THE SHOW ON THE DAY CONCERNED. TCN Fees WILL NOT be refunded.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES
Dogs entered in the Non-regular classes must also be entered in a regular class or for Exhibition
Only except for Stud Dog and Brood Bitch whose progeny MUST be entered in a regular class.

EXHIBITION ONLY - All dogs entered in this class shall be listed in the catalogue with the same particulars as
dogs entered in regular competition. Dogs entered in this class MAY NOT COMPETE in any Regular class but
may enter and compete in Non-Regular classes and/or Parades ONLY

BABY PUPPY - This class is for dogs 4 months of age and under 6 months of age on the day of the show
STUD DOG/BROOD BITCH - This class is for a stud dog/brood bitch and two or more of his/her get.
BRACE - This class shall be for two dogs of the same breed handled by one person on one lead.

RACING CLASS - This class of for any dog with CWA, NAWRA, WRA or NOTRA racing championship
points. Males/Females will be judged together in one class following the other Non-Regular classes and
Altered.



SEXUALLY ALTERED CLASSES

Eligibility for the Altered classes shall be limited to dogs over six months of age, which have been sexually
altered by veterinary procedure. Points MAY NOT be carried from the regular competition judging to the
Altered class judging. This class WILL be judged upon the completion of Best of Breed. Two classes ONLY will

be offered:
ALTERED MALE AND ALTERED FEMALE

Classes will be placed first through fourth in both sexes, the first place winner from each sex will be declared

Winners and the second place winner from each sex will be awarded Reserve. The Altered Winners Male and
Altered Winners Female will then compete for Best Altered in Breed.

GENERAL RULES GOVERNING THESE SHOWS

It is the responsibility of the Exhibitor to be familiar with the rules pertaining to the event in which they
are competing. Copies of the Conformation Rule book are available online at www.ckc.ca

1. The Club reserves the right to remove any person from the show. The Show Superintendent shall
have full control of the above shows and trials, which will be governed by CKC rules.

2. Any dog excused by the Show Superintendent or the Show Veterinarian for any reason shall not,
after being excused, compete in any class for any award for the balance of the show.

3. The show committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will
not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident, or other misfortune, to either
dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

4. A Judge or any person participating in any capacity at a Dog Show held under CKC Rules shall
not be subjected to any indignity of any kind during the progress of the show and it shall be the duty
and obligation of the Club holding the show to see that this rule is effectively carried out. The Show
Superintendent shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of the rules, and the Discipline
Committee shall have the power to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating
that this rule has been violated.

5. Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct or actions of their animals while they are on the
show grounds.

6. DOGS MUST BE READY FOR JUDGING. The Club will not be responsible for and is not
obligated to provide any service for notifying owners or agents of breed or class judging. No ring
shall be held up waiting for exhibitors or handlers. Exhibitors & Handlers with more than one dog
shall have substitute handlers available so the judging will not be delayed. All start times are Pacific
Time.

7. The owner of a dog entered in these shows is entirely responsible for any error in entering his/her
dog, regardless of how or by whom the entry was made.

8. A dog once disqualified for any reason at a championship show held under these rules cannot
again be shown at a show held under these rules until the dog has been examined by an official
committee appointed by the CKC and the committee finds the dog is free from the condition which
prompted the disqualification. Application for reinstatement must be accompanied by a fee of $115
plus GST (for Canadian residents) ($230 non-resident), which shall be forfeited to the CKC if the
examining committee is satisfied that the dog should remain disqualified. All awards earned at a dog
show in violation of this rule shall be canceled by the CKC and the owner of the dog is subject to
disciplinary action.

9. Exhibitors and handlers will be responsible for their dogs and for their equipment left at the Show
Grounds.

10. For the benefit of the health of animals and the pleasure of the exhibitors and spectators we
insist upon keeping our grounds and buildings as clean as possible. Exhibitors are responsible for
cleaning up after their dogs. Please exercise your dog BEFORE taking it to the Judging ring. Dogs
are to be exercised in the designated areas only, not in the vicinity of the ring areas.

11. No entry fee will be refunded if the Show cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil
disturbances, fire, and Act of God, public emergency, act of public enemy, strikes or any other cause
beyond the control of the Club.

12. Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by the
Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from competition by action of the Show Committee.

ADDITIONAL CLUB RULES:

Exhibitors will be responsible for cleaning up after their dogs. Violators will be asked to leave the
show grounds.

Dogs are not allowed in washrooms and must be on leash at all times on the show grounds.

The welfare of an exhibitor’s child is assumed to be the responsibility of the exhibitor. It is distinctly
understood that you will exercise control and restraint over the children in your care on the days of
these shows.

The Club is not responsible for lost or stolen property from exhibitors or venders/concessions.

The Club will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors but will not be
responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident or misfortune to either dogs,
exhibitors, spectators or vendors.

You must leave your setup in the same clean condition you found it in when you first arrived at the
show.

Any videographer or photographer, other than the official videographer/photographer, that is going
to take pictures/videos, for which they will be paid, will require written permission from Whippet
Club of BC and the official show videographer/photographer.

by the negligence of the Club or any of the parties aforementioned, or by the negligence of any
other person, or any other cause or causes.
